RULES & GUIDELINES

1. Each exhibitor will be eligible for the showmanship competition but may show only one animal. The
exhibitor and animal must be an official entry of the show in regular classes.

2. All showmanship entries must be completed online, we will not accept late entries for this class.

3. Only animals owned, fitted, and shown by exhibitor will be allowed. NO rams, bulls, sows, bucks, or boars.

4. Alllivestock exhibitors must fit their own animals for show. Adults or other youth may assist when necessary (due to age or
experience of exhibitor), but exhibitor MUST be present and attempting to assist. Professional fitters will not be allowed nor
tolerated.

5. All exhibitors must wear the official show uniform of the youth organization they represent.

6. There MUST be at least Six (6) animals in a species to qualify for Master Showmanship, Pee Wee’s do not
compete in Master Showmanship.

7. Pee Wee Exhibitors MUST show in at least ONE (1) breeding class.
